Village Council Meeting

Minutes – Wednesday, July 29, 2009
The Council meeting was called to order by Joe Ciasullo at 9:00 AM. Those present were: Joe Ciasullo, President; Joane McNamara, Vice President; Jim Swalm, Treasurer; Richard Katucki, Secretary; Art DiGiusseppe, Member at Large; Janet Burgess, CSK Manager. Subjects discussed:

· Resident Business
· The issue of concrete walk repairs was discussed. Jim Alexander has developed and published criteria for the evaluation of the need for concrete repairs.
· Council has received an excellent bid from Chris, of United for the repair and replacement of a number of home walkways on a total basis. J. Ciasullo has requested that the bid be detailed by the individual homes in the quote. The issue with KHoV is that the walkways are under warranty for a year. Post this period, KHoV states that further work is the responsibility of the home-owner/ Council.
· Repairs will be authorized for units at: 1617, 1651, and 1722.

Units 1644, 1672, and 1708 are to be further evaluated. 

Three additional home-owners have indicated the need for concrete walkway repairs, i.e.: 1619, 1663, and 1711. Evaluation will be done on a technical basis, not on aesthetics. 
Immediate action is required on units 1617, 1722.

· The issue of securing a concrete, professional expert, to evaluate the condition of subject walkways was discussed. The homes, identified to date, with faults, would be evaluated, followed by the evaluation of concrete conditions in general. CSK will issue a letter to alert the village of this upcoming action. Based on the price of the individual repairs, we may delay repair action until a full evaluation is received. 

· A letter was received by CSK/Council from the Anstee’s re; the staining of their exterior walls that were not remediated. CSK is to secure a quotation for the painting of the subject walls. CSK is to secure a consultant to determine the cause of the staining.
· There is a continuing problem with the draining of the roof downspouts into the underground drain line at Worhacz home, 1672.  Back up of water is being experienced. Batavio, a sewer drain professional with video camera capability will evaluate and recommend corrective action.
· A similar problem has occurred at the Major’s home, 1654. Batavio will also evaluate this location and recommend action. 

· Correspondence was received from the attorney for three issues associated with the property of the Lennig’s at 1728. Action as follows:
· Restaining of deck: Previous Council decision applies.

· Re-installation of awning: refund policy applies. CSK to send letter defining reimbursement policy for reinstallation of awnings.
· Repair/replacement of dormer window: homeowner responsibility, warranty available from manufacturer for the window, installation not included. Tony Bruno to provide information to homeowner.

· Architecture Committee   

            Tony Bruno/Katie Worhacz
Tony reported that he has informed the Lennig’s at 1728 of the necessary information for the replacement of the dormer window above the garage. Window is replaced under manufacturer’s warranty and the contractor “Chapman” has a good price for replacement. There are other homes that are exhibiting problems with the dormer windows and Tony will inform owners by placing a note in their mailbox. 
Venting of Dormers - Roofer has recommended that ridge vents be installed on dormers located over garage on the interior units to provide adequate ventilation of these dormers. There are a total of 52 interior units – 5 have problems already for lack of ventilation. The contractor, Chapman can install the ridge vents at $167/each.

· Maintenance Committee – Gordon Davis
Painting of Trash Doors – Painting has been delayed as a result of the rainy weather – now scheduled to be completed by the middle of August. Doors with dents should be repaired with filler material prior to painting. Need to determine whether contractor is doing this and whether it is within scope. 
It has been decided that a contractor will apply caulking to the headers over the double garage doors where there is evidence of cracking. The side caulking will be done by the maintenance committee. 

Mailbox coating – If the homeowner would like Maintenance to coat, contact CSK. There is a $35 charge to complete this work. Check should be mailed to CSK.

Painting of the metal strips installed by United as part of the remediation now on hold because the metal strips are powder coated and will not hold the paint.
Item of interest – Council is pursuing KHoV for funds to control the mosquitoes 
that are occurring because of the manner in which the additional drains have been installed on the end units or revise the way these drains have been installed. To prevent clogging of the drains by mulch, stones should be placed over the drain opening. Cost of this a home owner responsibility.
