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Message from the President

The June meeting of the Yardley Village Council featured a large turn out of residents concerned with the appearance of the “east” entrance of Yardley.  The concerns went beyond the damage caused by KHov’s drainage excavations to the absence of curbing, traffic control and lack of a pleasing appearance.  It was agreed that residents would return to the next council meeting with specific recommendations regarding beautification, including costs.  In many ways this is similar to the survey that is being done around the wetland basin where surrounding homes have responded with their concerns and suggestions.  This raises the issue of how items are normally added to the agenda by Council members, our various committees or the Managing Agent.  We do not need a formal letter or petition.  A letter or email is helpful as ideas are better articulated in writing.  Complaints, however, need to be formalized in accordance with our Declarations.  In the future, our regular meeting agenda will include “comments from the floor” under the Resident Business section.  It still may be preferable to send us a message in order to have a specific item included in the agenda. 

It may seem early, but the October Town Meeting is just around the corner and the Budget Meeting in December is closer than we think.  Assembling the budget is just a matter of adding up the numbers and dividing it into quarters among the 138 homes, by which time it may be impossible to change the numbers significantly.  Many of the decisions that influence the size of those numbers are being made now, sometimes by people we don’t even know.

We have an opportunity to make a major contribution to the community on August 19th during the Hershey’s Mill/American Red Cross Blood Drive, specific details of which are included in this Newsletter.  The Mill’s objective is to collect at least 50 units.  To a wild-eyed optimist like me, this sounds like a stretch for our village alone and will require a major effort to meet that goal.  Not everyone can give blood, but don’t count yourself out without submitting your eligibility requirements to the Red Cross.  Despite our good example, our daughter refused to give blood for a decade until finally doing so as a replacement for a colleague.  Now she cannot understand her own reluctance.  Before we moved back from Maryland, I donated blood at a VFW Post in Lusby.  I asked them about the age limit, at which point they jokingly asked me to confirm that I had walked in.  Anybody who needs a coach to help them donate for the first time may call Val or me at (610) 918-9587.  There are not many ways that so many can make a big difference to our fellow human beings.  Check this spot next month for more goading.  

The next Yardley Council meeting has been rescheduled to Friday, August 26th.

Hershey’s Mill Security

At our quarterly meeting in June, the Hershey’s Mill Security Committee spent most of its time on the speeding and stop sign enforcement issues, two things which have become quite a concern for many of the Mill residents.  We reviewed the numbers on the speed testing on Mill Road, both before and after installation of the speed hump.  While there was a definite improvement in the percentage going over 35 mph (from 8% to 4%), those going above 30 mph only edged down from 29% to 26%.  The hump has been effective on the high end, reducing the number of people going over 50 mph from 13 to 3.  It is important to take note that the sample taken after hump installation was nearly twice as large with 24,437 cars.

The other samples taken included Chandler Drive between  Devonshire and Chatham where 59% on the 8,651 car sample were going above 30 mph; on Chandler at the wetlands, 60% of the 28,815 car sample exceeded 30 mph.  Additional samples were taken in some areas along Chandler.

It is not likely that other speed humps will be proposed.  Rather, it appears that an enforcement program will be recommended which would include both speeding and 

Stop signs.  This would probably involve the imposition of fines and some appeals process.  Our Security Force will soon begin using a camcorder to record stop sign violations.  We are not talking about 


people who make a serious effort to slow down considerably; the serious problem is with people who just totally ignore the stop signs and blow through them.  While I have not seen a lot of this personally, others on the Security Committee report this as a regular occurrence.  

As it stands, our Security Force can only warn people about violations and request that they modify their behavior.  It is not uncommon for residents to be argumentative or offensive when they are stopped for a violation.  I am sorry to say that Yardley residents have not always been exempt from this kind of behavior. 

This is just meant to be a “heads up” so you won’t be taken by surprise if an enforcement program is approved.
