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Message from the President
It appears that the “Dog Days of Summer” are upon us.  Unfortunately, there is not much that any of us can do about it but sit back and relax and await the beginning of fall.  My fervent 
hope, and I’m sure that it is shared by all of you, is that by the time we reach this wonderful time of the year, our village will be returned to its prior glory.  While I appreciate the need for the work being done, it would be nice to return to the good old days of pre-2008 when the only people you were likely to meet in the village were your neighbors.  

For your information, treatment for mosquito control in the drainage systems installed on all side units was completed in early July and further treatment will occur in August, September and possibly October depending on the rainfall.  Council is discussing with KHov various possibilities to amend these systems to correct some of the deficiencies without impacting the integrity of the system itself.  We will inform you of any progress as it occurs.  In the meantime, some homeowners have had river stones placed over the basin grate in order to camouflage the grate.  This approach seems to work very well but only a minimal number of stones are necessary to accomplish the objective without preventing water from draining properly.   

A letter will be issued shortly from CSK Mgmt. to all homeowners regarding the replacement of awnings removed during remediation efforts.  It is absolutely necessary that all homeowners take the necessary steps to submit the proper receipts to CSK Mgmt. in order to initiate the reimbursement process from KHov to Council to the homeowner.   Any homeowner that fails to contact CSK Mgmt. prior to the deadline as stated in this letter will not be eligible for reimbursement afterwards.  Please pass this information on to your friends and neighbors.

The question of deck stains has once again reared its ugly head.   In view of the many opinions relative to the best type/manufacturer/quality of deck stain, Council has decided to amend the rules and regulations as follows:

The color requirement for deck and mailbox stain is Natural Cedar.  While other manufacturer’s products of natural cedar color stain are acceptable for use, suggested products include Flood Code - CWF UV5 - Color: Cedar or Wolman’s Raincoat Natural Cedar #12356.  NOTE:  In the case of Flood product, close adherence to instructions on the can should be strictly followed.
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This will allow individual homeowners to select their own favorite brand without allowing a myriad of colors to be used which, in fact, was the only objective of the original rule.  
Hopefully, our homeowners are sensible enough to select appropriate shades of natural cedar since shades will vary by manufacturer.  If not the cedar color police will arrive and whitewash offending decks/mailboxes.

Now, lets all go jump in the closest pool/lake/bay/ocean.
