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Message from the President
As I reported in my broadcast email of September 9th, the Master Association met that day to vote on the available options offered regarding Winfield Hall.  

After two successive Yardley Newsletters and three separate broadcast emails requesting Yardley Village residents’ votes on the subject, I was able to gather a total of 73% or 95 votes from the 131 village homes occupied at that time.   The results of the Yardley Village votes were 56 for Option A, 36 for Option E, 2 for Option D, and 1 Abstention for a total of 95 votes.   In addition to the 7 unoccupied homes, there were 36 non-voting residents which represent 27% of the residents who apparently didn’t care one way or another.

The majority of the members of the Master Association also voted for Option A.  The actual voting was 14 Villages for Option A, 8 Villages for Option E, 0 Villages for Option D and 1 Abstention.  The Master Association members also voted to record each village’s vote.  This information will be included in the approved minutes of the meeting when published.  With more than the majority of votes required, Option A passed and will be implemented.  Option A, you will recall, basically calls for leaving Winfield Hall in its present configuration and completing all required maintenance or refurbishment over a period of several years.  The estimated cost of this action is expected to be funded from our current Master Association budget without any outside funding.  

Although this vote was a very large step, this is only the first step in the long term process of dealing with some of the Mill’s “aging” problems.  Future meetings of the Master Association will deal with the what, when and how specific maintenance issues will be addressed.

While I was attempting to garner the votes from within Yardley Village, I became aware of the many new neighbors that have or will be arriving in Yardley Village. 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You may or may not be aware of an offer being made by PECO to have a cycling device connected to your home air conditioner which would allow PECO to reduce your energy use during critical period of power demand.   The recycling device receives a radio wave signal from PECO whenever the power grid is threatened with a brown-out or power failure in a given region.  The signal activates the device to begin cycling the A/C compressor, for 15 minutes on and 15 minutes off which will probably result in a slightly higher home temperature.  During this period, the A/C fan will not be affected and will continue to circulate air throughout the house.  This should help maintain home temperature for some

period of time.   While there is no specific length of time over which this cycling may occur, PECO does not expect this period to be more than 3 to 6 hours at any given time over the summer months.

The cycling off period is not expected to reduce electric bills to any great extent. However, PECO will credit users the lower of the homeowners’ actual monthly usage charge or $30 for each of the months of June, July, August and September for every 12 month period of participation in the program.

As you know, the Homeowner Association Council is not in favor of installing anything on the outside walls of the village homes since it could potentially create a problem that the HOA would be responsible for correcting.  While we expect that this particular installation will not create a problem, we believe it is in the interest of the Village that we allow homeowners to opt for this device to be installed but with the caveat that any problems that develop due to the installation will be the responsibility of the individual homeowner and PECO.

I have been asked by a number of Yardley residents to mention that, while pets are permitted within the village, there is a responsibility of the pet walkers to ensure that any of their pet’s non-liquid deposits are removed from the landscape.  Apparently, this responsibility is being shirked by some.  While this could be the work of outside invaders, please ensure that you are not one of the shirkers.

I also understand that some residents are not aware that they should not consider any insurance type product that may be offered from Aqua covering the outside water/sewer pipes.   Repair of such broken pipes is the responsibility of the Homeowners Assn., not the homeowner.

This September has been less a fall than summer and hopefully this trend of warmer temperatures will continue through the year, particularly through the winter months.  We are hopeful that a mild winter will allow a carryover of available excess snow removal funds into next year and help keep our association fees from rising.  Since this will be very dependent on how benevolent Mother Nature treats us this year, Council is also considering some changes to our snow removal approach this winter in order to reduce snow removal expense.  We hope to have this solidified (no pun intended) in the next month and will advise you at that time.  In the meantime, enjoy the weather but put those white shoes away till next year.

The original manufacture was Caradco they were bought out by Jeldwen who is honoring the warranty. However the home owner must call and report the defective window they need, then Jeldwen will ship it directly to your home. This is the responsibility of the homeowner, not the Village. In the past Chapman, a local window company, had been used to replace

defective windows at the homeowner’s expense. We strongly urge that you take advantage of the replacement window before the warranty expires.

The extensive summer heat appears to be over and the much needed rain and cooler temperatures are promised for this last week of September.

Turf damage this summer has been extensive and we are attempting to start to correct the situation. HML have begun to renovate the lawn at the front or side of a large number of homes in Yardley. The scope of the work is to include spreading approximately 20 cubic yards of topsoil, and reseeding with ‘Performance” Fescue seed mix, Penn Mulch erosion control, and starter fertilizer. Bare areas with adequate topsoil, will be split seeded in lieu of adding topsoil. Although Mother Nature is helping with the promise of some participation, please join in to help to get this seed germinated by watering, as needed, once lawn areas near you have been worked. You may have already received a tag on your door asking for your help with the watering. If you know a neighbor who is unable to water their lawn or may be away, please help in any way you can. Having water delivered to a site is a very expensive option. As the village ages, maintenance issues consume our entire budget and then some.

Through the untiring efforts of Lynn Trump, our co-ordinator, Yardley villagers have taken advantage of the eScript Program at Genuardis this past year and $1,201.06 has been promised to our budget. The first year in the eScript Program resulted in 64 supporters. Thank you for caring and choosing to support this project whenever you are able.  The record breaking snows of this past winter and the record breaking heat of this past summer have resulted in extensive damage. All available funds have had to be put back into landscape maintenance.

The walking path has been removed in an effort to control expenses and the large wetland basin has been worked to prevent water flow from leaving stagnant pools of water at the mouth of the culvert. These decisions were made by council as necessary improvements to the village. 

Cooler temperatures and shorter hours of daylight are bringing a wonderful array of colors, fruits and vegetables our way as we celebrate the beginning of Autumn in Chester County. Hopefully, you will be able to get out to enjoy this progression of color that the month of October has in store for us.
