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Message from the President

Another Thanksgiving has passed and, hopefully, an enjoyable one for all of you and your families.  We experienced something new this year, since Grandma was the disabled guest at Thanksgiving dinner instead of the chief cook and, lo and behold, it actually turned out to be a reasonable success.  I managed to maintain my position of being in charge of carving the turkey - and testing the wine - which, as you all know, is an integral part of carving the turkey.  The meal ended with the usual swearing off eating again for the next month which was followed two hours later with a turkey and lettuce on toast and mayo sandwich.

Since last month’s newsletter, I have had a number of residents ask why the name change for Winfield Hall.  After an in-depth investigation was conducted on the subject, the following information was discovered.  

The building was originally named the “Council Building” by Ray Freyburger, the initial developer of the community.  The developer of Hershey’s Mill from 1978 to 1982 was an individual named Dave Crockett (not the Dave Crockett but a local version).  He completed Ashton Village and built Brighton Village.  He also built and closed on about half the homes in Chatham and Devonshire.  Dave’s wife, Julie, did some redecorating in the Council Building and they decided to rename it Winfield Hall which was the first name of Dave’s uncle.  

During the time the various considerations were being discussed regarding the future of Winfield Hall, the Board felt that the name had little, if any, historical value and did nothing to describe the function of the facility, and decided to rename it the Hershey’s Mill Community Center.  In view of the previous background information, I think a better question is “Why Winfield?”   I would suggest that the new name, while not very creative is at least more meaningful than Winfield Hall.   Besides, in time we will learn to love it.

You probably recall the ads for a remote alarm device that you could wear and use to summon help while in your home.   Does the phrase, “Help, I’ve fallen and I can’t get up” ring a bell?  Unless you manage to need help in the vicinity of the red alarm buttons that are installed in your house, you could be in trouble.   If you don’t know where these alarm buttons are located just ask your grandchildren and they will point them out to you.  

The wearable devices can be purchased from several sources but typically carry a monthly fee for the monitoring service.  Well, I have recently been made aware of the fact that there are such devices that will work as part of the alarm monitoring system that we all have in of our homes.  The only cost involved is the price of the device (pendant or bracelet) and the programming service to have them communicate with our system and the monitoring would be conducted through our existing guard service at no additional cost.   The device and required programming can be acquired through our security service vendor, Jarman Electric, at a total one time cost of $125.  
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While I realize that vanity sometimes overrules common sense, it may behoove a number of us to recognize the realities of life and consider such an acquisition.  If you would be interested in doing so, please contact CSK Management who will have Jarman Electric contact you in order to discuss and set up a schedule.  And, by the way, the device will be discreetly delivered in a plain brown paper envelope.
The Master Association Board of Directors has discussed the need to improve communications with the residents on a continual basis.  To that end, I will be forwarding copies of the draft minutes of the Master Association meetings to the residents by email prior to their being published in the Channel 20 TV Guide.  This will not, however, occur in December since the Master Association does not meet again until January.  In addition, copies of important documents, including five copies of the 2011 Master Association Budget, will be posted in the Hershey’s Mill Library for review by the residents. As you should all be aware, Council has agreed that the quarterly assessment fee for 2011 will remain at $1,092 per quarter, per household as is the case in 2010.  Some of the details of the Operating Budget for the Yardley Village Homeowners Assn. were presented in my letter of November 18 to you.   The budget meeting to present the 2011 budget in detail is scheduled for Wednesday, December 8, 2010, at 7:00 P.M. in the Hershey’s Mill Community Center followed by a brief Q&A period.  You are encouraged to attend and please feel free to bring a friend. 

With Thanksgiving behind us, Christmas and the New Year are approaching and so I would like to wish you all a Merry Christmas, a Happy Holiday and the best for the New Year.

Decoration Committee 

Holiday Decoration Guidelines

The holidays are around the corner which means the village will glow with holiday decorations.  Yardley has several new residents and we thought it would be helpful to  reiterate our holiday decoration regulations.

1.  Holiday decorations may be put in place as early as the week before Thanksgiving but not lighted until Thanksgiving weekend and should be removed by the second Saturday following the New Year.

2.  Wreaths are permitted to be hung on garage lamps, or exterior doors to avoid making holes in building exterior walls.

3.  Small non-flashing exterior white lights are permitted on the trees and shrubs.

4.  Plastic and outside ornaments are not permitted.

Mike Neale of Hershey’s Mill Landscape brings a festive look to the Mill with lights, bows and greenery.  Let’s add to his efforts and display our holiday cheer.

Homeowners may want to take advantage of the few remaining moderate, dry days to finish clearing away annuals and cutting back perennials that have been added to planting beds. We control what small plantings we add to these beds and therefore, we control which plantings we want to have remain or which plantings we want to remove.   Small plantings and trimmings can be disposed of with the weekly trash pickups. This action will help facilitate a more thorough leaf removal for the second and final clean up in December.

 

Phase III Evergreen pruning will concentrate on the remaining pine trees along Green Hill and the larger trees in the East End. Blue tags indicate trees designated by HMLD that should be pruned to control growth, prevent breakage from wind and heavy snows, and promote a healthy growth pattern. Austrian, Scotch Pine and younger spruce and fir trees are not included in the evergreen pruning. As you know, any tree work done is prioritized by the committee and council as to need and funds available, so not all trees are worked on in any given area at any given time. If you are in need of decorative greens for the holidays, be aware that, when available, the greens are found in the parking area of the tennis courts, courtesy of HMLD.

 

The eScript program is up and running until June, 2011. Approximately 60 homeowners have re-registered to participate in this worthwhile program that will result in a small portion of your grocery bill going straight to Yardley’s treasury for landscape needs. If you were away when this program was first offered or are new to the village, it is not too late to join. All you need is a registration form from Genuardis, your Genuardi’s card number and Yardley’s account number. There is no cost or effort on your part other than to register and to use your store card. Please contact Lynn Trump, Village eScript Coordinator, for the village account number and any help you might need. Unfortunately, this will be the last year that any of the villages in Hershey’s Mill will be able to participate in this program. After June, 2011, only non-profit organizations will be allowed to participate.

 

Important notice: Any homeowner having a landscape need should call CSK directly and CSK will issue a work order to Hershey’s Mill Landscape to evaluate the need. Contractual issues are automatically taken care of and the cost of any additional items will be sent to CSK for recommendation by the Landscape Committee and approved by council. Following this procedure will result in a more direct response for your issues rather than going through landscape committee first.
